INSTRUCTIONS

You must be at least 21 years of age to submit this application.  By making this application, you assume full responsibility for your function.

Washington State law prohibits the dispensing or consumption of alcohol except in specifically designated areas.  The Department of General Administration restricts alcohol use on a case by case basis only in areas of the state capitol buildings and grounds where access by the public is restricted.  We may also require that alcohol use only occur after business hours.

Estimated attendance should be as accurate as possible.  Attendance must be limited to members of the host organization or invited guests.  Guests are defined as those attendees who are not active members of the host organization.
In signing this form, you agree to satisfy the following Washington State Liquor Control Board regulations:
a. Alcoholic beverages will not be sold separately for cash, scrip, tickets, or in any manner whatsoever.
b. The Banquet Permit will be posted in a conspicuous place on the premises for the duration of the event;

c. The general public will be excluded and ticket sales, advertising or notices directed to the general public are prohibited,

d. If the event is opened to the general public, the authorization will be rescinded; and

e. The service and consumption of alcoholic beverages will be confined to the specific room(s) or area(s) identified on the Banquet Permit.

Take your approved Restricted Alcohol Use Permit (two copies) to any local liquor store. There is a non-refundable ten-dollar ($10) fee for each Washington State Liquor Control Board Banquet Permit.

As an addition to the terms and conditions of the Campus Use Permit, the applicant will only be permitted to serve alcohol at the scheduled event as follows:
